FEES

The Tuition Fee is NZ$14,000 for one year. The agency commission
for this is 15% for each year the student is enrolled.

The fee for the English Language School is NZ$350 per week. The
commission is 25%. A second agency commission of 15% for each
year, if the student then transfers to the regular high school
programme.

The homestay fee is NZ$240 per week.

"~ The additional fee for the Golf programme is NZ$2000.

The standard health insurance fee is NZ$600.

An optional Activities Account is available. Students deposit $500 to
pay for specialist equipment, school trips and other activities. The
balance in this account is refunded when the student departs.
