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English Language Programme
The school offers daily intensive teaching in English
language, in very small classes.

Students may enrol with no English language
understanding, and be confident of making rapid progress.

Both IELTS and TOEFL are available.

The minimum enrolment period is four weeks. Usually after
ten weeks, students have the confidence to join regular
classes in the High School or Hospitality Academy.

They will continue to receive support for their English from
the language school if required.

The school is ideally
located within an urban environment, an easy distance to New Zealand’s capital city and
close to our famous outdoors. People love living in Wellington, with its strong emphasis
on the arts, its natural beauty, modern shopping centres, cafes, restaurants and wide
range of activities.

The standard health insurance fee is NZ$550.

 An optional Activities Account is available. Students deposit $500 to

pay for specialist equipment, school trips and other activities. The
balance in this account is refunded when the student departs.
