HOMESTAY PAYMENTS

Short term students will be paying $250 per week.

Most short term stays are two weeks so would typically earn
$500 or $1000 if you can take two. The students are at school
during the week but may need inclusion in family activities in the
weekend.

Normal homestay rate is $230 per week

Most of our international students attend high school for at least
one term or two terms. Some stay for the whole year. A half-
year student will typically contribute $4300 depending on term
length.

There are costs involved in hosting which the above fee is designed
to compensate you for. These include food, electricity, heating,
internet access and inclusion in family activities. Students will have
spending money provided by their parents for incidental expenses
but the amount can vary enormously.

There is also the responsibility of taking care of someone else’s child
and providing a stable, supportive environment.
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
